NOTE: non-profit and co-operative organizations not eligible for CWCF membership can have access to the member rate. Please contact us to confirm.


 Note: Conference registration fees cover supper on Thursday, lunch and supper on Friday, and lunch on Saturday. Taxes and gratuities included. Not included are accomodations (see below), breakfast, and the Thursday pre-event activities.  Breakfast is an additional $10/day.  The Thursday tour & lunch will cost an additional $20 ($10 –tour; $10 – lunch).  If your organization does not fit into any of the member categories and the non-member rate is out of reach, nor is it a non-profit or co-op organization ineligible for membership, please talk to us! We do not want people staying away due to the fees, if at all possible.  The two Award winners (one for the Worker Co-op Best Practices Award, and one for the Worker Co-op Merit Award) will have their registration fee and travel covered.  Deadline to apply is Aug. 27th, 2010.  


ACCOMMODATIONS AT THE YWCA HOTEL:  


***IMPORTANT:  Please do not contact the YWCA Hotel, but rather contact the CWCF directly.  The Hotel only block-books rooms for groups; it does not handle individual room requests.  Thank you.***


Accommodations will be at the YWCA Hotel.  There are single, double and triple rooms available, some with their own washroom as indicated.  If you would like to stay over on Saturday night, this is possible. If you prefer to billet with a local resident, we may be able to arrange this.  The rates on-site are as follows:


SINGLE private hotel room with SINGLE bed, with no TV and a hall shared bathroom at the YWCA Hotel, at $62.52/night including taxes.


SINGLE private hotel room, with DOUBLE bed, with TV and a PRIVATE bathroom at the YWCA Hotel, at $85.97/night including taxes (rate the same for 1 or 2 people.)  


SHARED private hotel room, with 2 DOUBLE beds with private bath and TV, at $48.01/night including taxes (based on 2 people).


SHARED private hotel room, with 3 SINGLE beds with private bath and TV, at $35.36 including taxes (based on 3 people). 
Rooms will be allocated on a first-come, first-served basis. The block of rooms must be released on Sept. 24th.   It may be possible to add rooms after Sept. 24th but this is not certain.

1. Train - 980 - Canada Line Skytrain - Direction: Skytrain - platform sign Canada Line To Waterfront.


2. Board Waterfront Station Northbound  (8 stops) and depart at the Stadium-Chinatown Station.


3. Walk 230 metres northwest on Dunsmuir Viaduct/BC-1A N/BC-99A N toward Beatty St  4. Turn left at Beatty St

Taxi from the Airport: Taxi fare from the airport to the hotel is approximately $40.

Parking

There is limited parking in a secure, underground lot for hotel guests only. The cost is $12.00 per night, including tax. Parking is allocated on a first arrival basis and cannot be reserved in advance. However, if you arrive and the parking lot is full, there is alternate parking at neighbouring hotels or on street level.  
Bike Parking
There is a secure parking area for bicycles available in the underground parking area. There is no cost for bicycle parking.

Bus

The Greyhound Main Terminal and the Pacific Coach Terminal (1150 Station Street) are across the street from the Main Skytrain Station. Board the Waterfront Northbound Skytrain and depart 1 stop later at the Stadium-Chinatown Station.

TRANSPORTATION SUBSIDY

A transportation subsidy is available to active worker co-op members who travel by plane, train or bus (and who come from outside of a 1/2-day driving time/radius into Vancouver) to assist them to attend.  This amount will be approximately 1/2 the seatsale airfare cost.  If you require this subsidy, please indicate this on your registration form.  Remember that large savings can be realized by booking early.  Please book early, as the individual subsidy, and possibly the number of subsidies, will be limited.  CWCF will also subsidize the cost of car-pooling from outside the Vancouver region.
