       Enhancing Worker Empowerment:

  A Labour – Co-op Leadership Workshop

Winnipeg, Manitoba

The Western Labour - Worker Co-operative Council
 and the Canadian Co-operative Association
 are inviting Labour and Co-operative leaders to a workshop to explore ways and means for Labour and Co-operative collaboration. The workshop will feature Worker Co-operatives
 as a key example of successful collaboration and will also develop a portrait of where the co-operative movement is today in Canada. This is a workshop for activists and visionaries to develop strategies that will provide an alternative to the capital-based corporate corrosion that is eating away at the hard-fought gains that our two movements have won for our members and our communities.

The Trade Union and Co-operative movements emerged from the same forces of oppression in the 19th century. While the collaboration between the two movements has gone up and down over the years, their focus has always been and remains to meet the needs and aspirations of the same people in our society. In recent years the two movements have had little interaction in English Canada despite their shared foundation and values. 

A recent example of successful collaboration has been between the Worker Co-op movement and Labour organizations, who have been collaborating since autumn of 2006 on an initiative to support workers displaced by plant closures and owner succession in Western Canada. The Worker Co-op movement and the Labour movement in Western Canada have created the Western Labour Worker – Co-operative Council (the “Council”). 

In addition to learning about the Council and its activities, there will be an exploration of the historical linkages between the Labour and Co-op Movements. The workshop will provide a survey of organized Labour’s involvement in the development of Co-operative sectors such as the housing co-op sector, credit unions, the co-operative insurance sector, consumer co-op retail stores, etc. Discussions will also focus on emerging co-operatives and entire new sectors (eg childcare co-ops, car-sharing co-ops, alternative energy co-ops, etc.) with the potential to meet emerging needs with solutions based on our shared values.  There is also a growing desire for collaboration between the Canadian Co-operative Association and the Canadian Labour Congress on various issues of mutual interest. This workshop will examine the Council as an example of the type of collaborations possible and explore other pathways to collaboration.

Presenters at the workshop will include representatives from both Co-operatives and Labour.  Introducing the workshop will be Lynn Williams, President Emeritus of the United Steelworkers of America and a pioneer of union-led buyouts of enterprises.  Participants will be given the opportunity to share their stories, commitments and aspirations in small group discussions. The workshop will conclude with a discussion on how our shared values can be the brought into practical action to strengthen existing initiatives and create future collaborations. This workshop is planned for November 12, 2008 (full day) in Winnipeg. 

Immediately following the workshop, the Canadian Worker Co-op Federation will hold its National Conference, November 13-15.  Trade unionists are invited to stay in Winnipeg for all or part of this Conference, the first day of which will have some sessions of interest to trade unionists.

Background:
Western Labour-Worker Co-operative Council

The Council was brought together to develop possible strategies for worker-driven interventions in plant closure and job threatened situations. In the last few years in Western Canada, there have been a large number of workers who have been affected by either closure of workplaces or threatened closures.  The Council was formed in 2006 after an initial meeting in Saskatoon. Partners in the Council include the Canadian Labour Congress (Prairie Region), Canadian Worker Co-op Federation, Co-op Ventures Worker Co-op, the Ohio Employee Ownership Center, and Lynn Williams, President Emeritus of the United Steelworkers.  

The conclusion of the first meeting included an agreement that there was common interest in pursuing further initiatives. The Goals of the Council identified at the first meeting were:

• To build the capacity to respond where unionized employees want to explore buying out a business as a worker co-operative or other type of employee-owned enterprise due to business succession or a crisis situation;

• To provide a common table on issues important to both the worker co-op and labour sectors, such as joint lobbying and mutual support for worker co-operative and/or unionized businesses;

• To do outreach and to provide two-way learning opportunities between the worker co-op and labour sectors;

• To provide workshops on topics specific to this mandate, including financing tools for conversions and other subjects as identified;

• To coordinate the response for buyout opportunities, including assembling a skilled team to respond quickly to crisis situations involving unionized employees in Manitoba, Alberta and Saskatchewan
.

Since the original meeting in September 2006, members of the Council have participated in a series of events to promote this approach and mandate. A second workshop organized by the Council was held in Edmonton, Alberta in September 2007 on financing options for worker buyouts. Presenters at this workshop included David Levi of GrowthWorks (the second largest labour fund in the country, after Quebec’s Solidarity Fund) and Tom Croft of the Steel Valley Authority (SVA).  The SVA has made significant contributions to the retention and revival of industrial enterprises, saving or creating nearly 8,000 jobs in Pennsylvania. 

Since the group first got together, further stress factors in the forestry, manufacturing and food processing (pork) industry have accelerated the rate of job loss in rural communities in Western Canada, which is also occurring all across the country. The union partners in the Council and the Worker Co-operative organizations participating in this initiative feel the need to act is even more urgent now than when we started.

The Ohio Center has incubated 84 successful buy-outs and is sharing its experience within the Council. With the Ohio Centre’s support, the assistance of the expertise of GrowthWorks and the support of the Council members, the tools are in place for successful worker-driven interventions.
